Regular Meeting Minutes  
September 6, 2007 

 
   The regular meeting was called to order by President Larry 
Olsen at 7:30 PM with 14 members present.  All board 
members and officers were present except V.P. Al Chiaverini. 
   The minutes of the June meeting as published in the 
newsletter were approved.  The treasurers report for July as 
published in the newsletter was approved with the change in 
the cost of rolling Midway field from $639.98 to $500.00.  The 
checking account balance at the end of August was reported by 
the Treasurer was $29,888.24. 
   Field Reports: 
    Midway—Walt Swentzell— The grass is in good shape and 
now requires weekly cutting.  Maintenance to the driveway is 
to be done by Wayne Yarborough for a total of $400.00.for 
leveling and spreading of shell-rock. 
   Blackwell—Ken Bridges—It was reported that Charlie 
Fisher has taken over as Field Marshal.  Charlie reported that 
the boat has been stolen but the Bar-B-Que grill is OK.  He 
reported that the Port-A-Let has been anchored down and that 
they are now using the second pond from the entrance near the 
grass runway to avoid flying over the houses on the north side.  
However, it has been a problem due to the high water levels 
and a muddy bank.  It was noted that there are two 
combination locks on the entrance chain.  The blue one is for 
the contractors and the brass one is for our club.  The club 
number is on the membership cards. 
   The War Bird event is scheduled for three days this year, 
November 30, December 1 and 2.  The IMAC event is planned 
for January, but the date is not firm.  The Big Bird event is 
also scheduled for 3 days, March 27, 28, & 29.  There is a fun-
fly planned for November on a Saturday.  Larry Olsen 
reported that a Senior Pattern Association for Florida is being 
formed with an initial meeting and Fly-In on October 13 at the 
Orlando Model Airplane Field. 
   New Business: 
   A nominating committee has been appointed consisting of 
Walt Swentzell, Ken Bridges and Charlie Fisher for the 
election to be held at our November meeting.
