There was considerable discussion of the
plan to install a storage shed at Midway for club equipment.

A motion was made and seconded to have Heinz Ayvaz contact the
City of Port St. Lucie to obtain permission and requirements for the
storage shed before a vote is taken.

Proulx from a neighbor, especially regarding the big airplanes at the
War Bird event. We await further information.
